entrant. The exception would be display stands. 

 Entries must not be copied, derived from or based 

on other copyrighted, published, or exhibited 
artwork. 

 

Conditions 
 Wall-hung artwork must not exceed 50 lbs and 

must be ready to hang on our Gallery System 
hanging hardware. 

 Pedestal mounted artwork must not exceed 50 lbs. 

 Artists may not substitute another work, alter the 

work or the sales price, or withdraw the work after it 
has been accepted.  

The MAC reserves the right to refuse any work which 
does not match the accepted entry or does not meet 
the weight, hanging or display restrictions, or is 
deemed inappropriate. All decisions of the MAC’s 
Executive Director are final. 
 

Entries / Images 
 Entries will be juried from a projected digital image. 

Digital images may be mailed on CD or sent as 
email attachments to glassartfestival@gmail.com.  

 Emailed images should include all information 

requested on the entry form and followed up with a 
mailed hard copy of the entry form with entry fee 
payment postmarked by July 9, 2010. 

 Mailed images should be on a PC platform CD.  

 All digital image files, whether on CD or emailed, 

must be submitted in JPG format only, no more 
than 5MB each. 300dpi resolution is preferred. 

 File name must be in this format: 

lastnamefirstinitial_title.jpg. YOU MAY ALSO DIRECT

Up to 3 images per entry may be submitted. 
 

Entry Fees 
 Each artist may submit up to 5 entries.
